Discharging it to zero can damage the battery, reduce its lifespan, and void the warranty. To prevent sulfation,

avoid leaving it partially charged. Always recharge to 100% to maintain capacity ...

Yes, a battery can be discharged to zero volts--but that''s usually a sign of serious damage, not normal use.

Most batteries are not designed to reach absolute zero volts under safe ...

As a battery is undergoing charging or a load is being run off of the batteries, some of the water breaks down

into hydrogen and oxygen in gaseous form which can escape from the batteries.

A common best practice for extending the life of solar batteries is not to discharge them more than about 80%.

In other words, it''s time to charge them when the capacity drops to around 20%.

Discharging it to 0V and shorting it out, I feel a lot safe - at least I think so. This ensures there is no electrical

energy in it left and thus no short circuit current might get it to explode.

While some battery chemistries tolerate deep discharge better than others, consistently reaching 0% SOC can
